PROFILE  -  PAT MELVILLE 
My name is Pat Melville and I give talks on legal matters which 
hopefully are of interest to U3A members. It is hard to imagine the 
machinations of Poppy’s mind in requiring tutors to provide a potted 
biography of themselves, but it is flattering that she apparently  
considers that any information provided by a geriatric tutor in 
response to her command is of interest to readers of this newsletter. 
 

Well here goes. I enrolled in a Law Course at Melbourne University 
in 1945. To get into a law course in those days you firstly had  to 
have passed matriculation Latin and secondly either to get into a 
quota of twelve or to be under the age of eighteen years. Presumably 
the powers in charge of our war effort thought that a dozen or so 
classical scholars would be more than a match for any Japanese 
troops and certainly of more value than experts in the Japanese 
language.

Over the years I gained some experience in the 
machinations of the law and I have maintained my interest in it since 
my retirement . It was this which led me to volunteer to give talks on 
current legal developments and problems and also on matters of 
historical interest. 
 

When not practising law I have indulged somewhat unsuccessfully in 
various sporting activities. I have played tennis frequently enough to 
become a fifty year member at Kooyong and my main success in this 
field was to gain a bronze medal in an appropriate age group in the 
doubles in the 2002 World Master games. The fact that my partner 
and I won only one match in a tiebreaker and lost the remaining 
games we played was a tribute to the intricate scoring system of the 
competition and also to the unavailability of several opponents 
through illness and old age. 
 

At our children’s insistence and later disgust, my wife and I tried 
sailing. We partnered each other in a Mirror Dinghy over many years 
and our greatest success apart from not ending up in the divorce 
courts was to finish second last in one race 
 

I am now a member to the Too Old Bicycling Club which fortunately 
does not involve any form of competition and our main object is to 
get from point A to point  B (not too far away) and back again and in 
the course of the ride to discover some congenial restaurant. 
 

I have been a member of U3A for nearly 10 years and hope to 
continue for just as long. I find the experience not only challenging 
and rewarding, but also an opportunity to establish enduring 
friendships.
